(Slachter) adds that it may be possible that extraterrestrials 
did in fact land and that the Americans kept all the secrets for 
themselves, but he says there could be a second part to the story:

Based on that reality, they could have implemented a giant 
disinformation campaign to conduct experiments in the world, always 
saying: these are not our systems, they come from outer space, they 
are extraterrestrials.

Osvaldo Rodriguez adds: "I want to point out that, last year, 
there was a great commotion after a peasant in southern Matanzas 
Province claimed he saw a flying saucer land in an area near him. 
He claims to have seen two human-looking beings. It was a story 
carried by our television and our media. We have also been visited 
by strange objects; however, we may wonder: could this not be part 
of the US aggression against Cuba? Could they be testing our 
defense systems? Christian was telling me that people who have seen 
these objects claim they hear no sound. We know the United States 
has planes that are not detected by radar. Could this not be part 
of the war against us?" 

Almedia goes on to explain that 50 years have passed since the 
UFO incident in New Mexico. He says a CD-ROM is now available with 
over 1,700 declassified documents of the US Government on the 
subject. It is not that the United States is being nice and wants 
the world to be informed about it, but it is because there is a 
series of civilian institutions that are exerting pressure for this 
information to be made available. Almeida adds that inexplicable 
technological advances are taking place. "These advances can only 
be explained by a technological transfer, of which the Americans are 
taking advantage to maintain their policy of world domination." 

Almeida says the UFO topic is being manipulated because of the 
way it has been handled by the US Government. "It is information 
blockade, which prevents the information from being made available 
to other countries. The United States maintains a direct blockade 
against Cuba, but is also maintaining a blockade on the rest of the 
world, which does not permit us to draw our own conclusions on the 
matter. They want to impose their reasons and their truth," Almeida

At the request of the Eighth Region governor, 
the Interior Ministry asked that a visiting judge be assigned to 
investigate the disappearance of university student Jorge Matute 
Johns last December.

2. The Totolo Observatory also saw the images transmitted by 
Television Nacional de Chile last night, which UFO-ologists thought 
could be an UFO. However, the observatory reported that the images 
correspond to an airplane at high speed leaving a vapor trail, 
which in this time of the year reflects an orange color early in 
the morning and late in the afternoon.

3. If Pinochet's immunity is removed based on assumptions, his 
family believes he should be given the opportunity to prove his 
innocence. Thus, they do not agree with him undergoing medical 
tests, which may lead to an acquittal. Remarks by attorney Pablo 
Rodriguez, who pointed out that it would be very damaging to his 
image if Pinochet cannot prove his innocence. He added that the 
dignity of the individuals should be respected, therefore no tests 
should be taken against his will. Remarks by attorney for the 
plaintiffs Hugo Gutierrez, who indicated that he believes that the 
Army will do the same thing they did with retired General Manuel 
Contreras [who is serving time in prison for the murder of Orlando 
Letelier in Washington], because nobody is above the law and 
everybody is subject to the rule of law. He added that Pinochet 
will indeed have to take the medical tests and testify before the 
court.

4. The government and Unicef will commemorate Children's Day 
on 8 August with a national cultural celebration. Activities will 
be organized throughout the country to create awareness of 
children's rights. On that day access to museums and other cultural 
activities will be free. Remarks by First Lady Luisa Duran, who 
said that the best present for children would be to leai 
respect their rights, especially those who are most vulnerable in 
society. This will take place after President Lagos annour iie 
government's policy on children in Punta Arenas.
